President’s Report

Club Administration Chairman Mike Kelly now has a full Board for his year and they are as follows. Secretary Rick Campbell, Treasurer Mark Nugent, Club Administration Chairman Leigh Titmus, International Service Chairman Rockie Lee, Fund Raising Chairman Kevin Matthews, New Generations Chairman Leon Peck, Community Service Chairman Julian O’Brien, Vocational Service Chairman Scott Poke and yours truly as Chairman of Membership and Promotion. Mike has appointed what I believe to be an excellent Board with a blend of new members and experience and it augers well for a successful 2014/15. Mike in his role as Speaker Co-ordinator for the conference advised our speaker from Nepal now has her visa.
We have received an invitation for any member of the club to attend the official opening of the Darrel Baldock Memorial at Latrobe Recreation Ground on Monday 28 April commencing at 11.00 am. Master of Ceremonies will be Tim Lane and Keynote speaker, Ian Stewart, dress requirements, smart casual.

Rotarian Kevin Matthews advised there are 11 footy margin tickets still available.

Rotarian Tony Davies reported on the modest achievement with our Corporate Bowls team. There is some money in kitty that will go towards a night out at the Bowls Club with team members and their partners at a day to be decided.

Rotary information was provided by Rotarian Mac Russell. Mac gave an excellent resume of the history of the Mustang, the feature vehicle for the 2014 Motor Show. The first Mustang was built by the Ford Motor Company in 1964 and 50 years later they are still in production, it was the most successful launch since the Model A. The design created the Pony Class of car, sports cars like coupes with long hoods and short rear decks. The production of the Mustang, gave rise to competitors such as the Chevy Camaro, Pontiac Firebird and many others. They are also credited with the inspiring designs of cars such as Toyota Celica and Ford Capri. They were introduced five months before the normal 1965 production year and this version is known as the 1964 and ½. There were 22,000 orders taken on the day they were released. In Chicago a show room closed early and police were called as Mustang buyers stormed the dealership. Mustang crazed parents in USA bought 93,000 Mustang pedal cars during the 1964 Christmas period. By March 1966, the one millionth Mustang was sold and up to the end of 2013 in USA alone there have been 4,381,446 sales. Mac conceded that the Mustang is, arguably, the most sought after collector’s car. Mac also mentioned he would be conducting an exam next week, so I have done my best to provide as much information as I can.
Then we heard from Motor Show Chairman Ian Macleod who briefed us on the event on Sunday. Ian commenced acknowledging people who have made significant contributions. First mentioned was Lynne Walker who is his secretary at Peracto, Lynne knows very little about cars, however, she happily gives an enormous amount of her time with secretarial support. Others acknowledged were Faye and Bronte Owers, SBSC students (who are raising funds for their Aussie sports leaders group) and staff, Keith Tillack, Steve Daly, Erica Hay, the judges, Jana and the promo girls, Richard and Ross Beveridge, Brian Smith, Tim Lynch, Marj Russell, Helen Peck, Erica O’Halloran, Rebecca van der Woude and other Peracto staff.
